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1. Policy

A. Vehicles may be towed under the direction of any Police Officer of the West Wyoming Borough
Police Department to the designated towing facility when said vehicle(s) is:

1. parked or abandoned on any roadway in the Borough of West Wyoming during a
snowstorm, flood, fire, or other public emergency which effects that portion of the roadway
upon which said vehicle is parked or abandon or;

2. unattended on a roadway in the Borough of West Wyoming where said vehicle constitutes
a hazard or obstruction of traffic or;

3. Any vehicle parked or abandoned on any roadway in the Borough of West Wyoming where
stopping, standing or parking are prohibited.
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B. Officers from this Department may be required to tow or impound vehicles when necessary
from an accident scene or from where a vehicle is broken down in the roadway. If the owner can have a towing
service respond within a reasonable amount of time (officers digression) they shall be allowed. If the towing
service cannot respond within a reasonable time the towing company used by West Wyoming Borough shall be
contacted by the Luzerne County 911 Center. The towing companies used by West Wyoming Borough shall
follow. If the first company is requested and they cannot respond, Luzerne County 911 shall go to the second on
the list and so on. There is no rotation of towing companies.
